ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS

Sealed Bids for construction of the Phase 1 Main Replacement Project addressed to
ATTN: Georgeanna Borrayo, Paradise Irrigation District, 6332 Clark Road, Paradise CA,
95969 will be received until 1:00 p.m., local time, on Wednesday, June 28, 2023.

Bids will be publicly opened, examined, and declared by Water Works Engineers
(ENGINEER) on said day and hour, and will be referred to the Paradise Irrigation District
(OWNER) for subsequent action. Any Bids received after the specified time and date will
not be considered.

This is a public works project located throughout Paradise, CA in the Paradise Irrigation
District’s service area. The Project contemplated consists of the following major
components:

e Sitework including clearing, and grubbing
o Installation of approximately 28,600 feet of C900 potable water mains ranging in
diameter from 4 inches to 16 inches for 37 main segments and all corresponding
tie-ins
e Abandonment of approximately 9,500 feet of existing water main ranging in
diameter from 8 inches to 12 inches by sand blowing
e Abandonment of approximately 24,000 feet of existing water main ranging in
diameter from 1.5 inches to 6 inches to be capped
e Installation of inline isolation valves, air release valves, and blow off valves as
required
e Installation of forty-five (45) new or salvaged 6-inch hydrants
e Demolition of piping, valves, and hydrants as required
e Installation or reconnection of approximately 400 service laterals ranging in
diameter from 1 to 2 inches
e Installation of 182 meters, ranging in diameter from 3 inch to 2 inch, and meter
boxes
¢ Installation or reconfiguring of 182 backflow prevention assemblies ranging in
diameter from 1 inch to 2 inch
e Surface restoration for asphalt roads, concrete sidewalks, curbs, driveways,
gravel areas, shoulders, drainage ditches, landscaped areas, and unpaved
surfaces
e Public notification of water outages to affected addresses
o Two weeks in advance of planned work in the area
o 48 hours in advance of the interruption to service
o Renotification for rescheduled work

The engineer’s opinion of probable construction cost for this project is $45,000,000. All
Work shall be substantially complete in 400 working days. All work shall be completed
within 420 working days from the date established in the Notice to Proceed. Refer to
Section 01130, Special Project Constraints in the Technical Specifications for project

constraints.
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A mandatory pre-bid meeting is scheduled between ENGINEER, OWNER and interested
bidders on Thursday, June 15t at 11:00 am. Interested bidders should meet at the
Paradise Irrigation District Board Room, located at 6332 Clark Rd, Paradise, CA 95969,
at which time the project will be reviewed. It is a mandatory requirement that each
prime contractor must have a representative at the pre-bid meeting to be allowed to
submit a bid. Potential sub-contractors and suppliers are not required to attend the pre-
bid meeting but are encouraged to attend.

The OWNER has made a determination that no substitutions will be considered and that
the following listed materials must be furnished as designated below, in order to match

others in use by the OWNER:

The Work under these Bidding Documents is funded by a combination of Federal
Emergency Management Public Assistance Program Funds and the EPA’s Drinking Water
State Revolving Fund Program (DWSRF) which is administered by the California State
Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Division of Drinking Water’s (DDW). The
general Federal prevailing rate of per diem wages, holidays, and overtime work for each
craft, classification, or type of workmen needed to execute the contract are established
by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act and can be found
online at http://www.sam.gov. Contractors shall not pay wages less often than once per
week. The successful Bidder agrees upon execution of this Agreement to post a copy of
the wage rates at the project site.
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Bidders shall provide a Good Faith Effort to include Disadvantaged Business Enterprises
(DBE) in the Work, as described in the Section 00830, SWRCB State Revolving Fund
Construction Contract Requirements.

This project is subject to “"Use of American Iron and Steel” provisions of the
“Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2014,” H.R. 3547, Title IV.

Each Bid must be submitted on the prescribed Bid Form and accompanied by Bid
security as prescribed in the Instructions to Bidders, payable to the OWNER in an
amount not less than 10 percent of the amount Bid.

The Successful Bidder will be required to furnish the additional Bond(s) prescribed in the
Bidding Documents.

In order to Bid and perform public work, the Bidder and Subcontractors shall hold or
obtain such licenses as required by State Statutes, and federal and local Laws and
Regulations. Bids will be accepted only from Bidders holding a Class A California
Contractors’ License.
